This is the first school of authentic oriental dance in Cyprus that was created
in 2006 in Limassol. The school aims at the correct learning of Arabic dance,
which is nothing but traditional to modern, always with respect to the
customs and traditions of the Arab peoples. Indian Bollywood dances are
also taught as well as many other genres. The school, among the
choreographies it presents, unites the old culture with the current one and
projects through them the evolution of the Oriental dance theatrically from
yesterday to today. The school started its operation again this year after a 3-
year hiatus due to covid.
